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Standing Rules

I. LEGAL INFORMATION
a. Great Lakes District will be doing business as the Great Lakes Region and will be known as the Great Lakes Region (GLR).
b. Property Deeds (Disc. 4680) All property deeds are to remain as documented unless property is being sold, purchased, or titles being changed in any way. When a change is required, the new property deed must read as follows: Great Lakes Region Of The Wesleyan Church, Inc. a Michigan Ecclesiastical Corporation, Trustee, 1200 60th Street, Grand Rapids, MI 49508. The grantee herein, by accepting this deed, agrees to hold the said premise in trust for the use and benefit of the ministry and members of The Wesleyan Church, Incorporated, under the laws of the State of Indiana as The Wesleyan Church Corporation subject to The Discipline, regulations, and appointments of said Church as from time to time legislated and declared. Also, all local church property within the district shall held by the district in accordance with The Discipline, paragraph 4680.
c.  All local church and regional property shall be insured and carry adequate values on said property and contents.
II. REGIONAL BOARDS/COMMITTEES
a. Regional Board Of Administration Terms
The term of the initial Regional Board Of Administration (RBA) shall be 2 years, and go from August 24, 2018 through the rise of the 2020 District Conference. For more information please refer to document GLR Supplemental Information, roman numeral I.
b. Assistant District Superintendents (Disc. 1180:31, 1180:19, 1320, 1323, 1327) In order to accomplish the mission, vision and goals of the GLR, the conference authorizes the Regional Board of Administration, with the recommendations from the Regional Superintendent, to have one or more Assistant District Superintendents. Assistant District Superintendents may also be called Assistant Regional Superintendents. The Assistant Regional Superintendents shall be ex-officio members of the RBA.
c. Regional Board Of Trustees (Disc. 1360) Regional Board of Trustees shall consist of five regional trustees, namely:
i. the Regional Superintendent,
ii. the designated Assistant Regional Superintendent assigned by the Regional Superintendent,
iii. the Regional Treasurer,
iv. the Regional Board of Administration Secretary,
v. Another person(s) designated by the Regional Board of Administration.
vi. All legal documents executed on behalf of the Great Lakes Region of The Wesleyan Church must be signed by at least two Regional Trustees. Any deeds pertaining to regional or local owned property must contain the trust clause as provided for in Section 4690 of The Discipline.
d. Other Regional Boards (Disc. 1180:31-35, 1209;2,3; 1250;2) Authority shall be delegated to the RBA to appoint boards, officers and other personnel in the accomplishment of the region’s mission, unless such officers or personnel require election by the Regional Conference per The Discipline 1250.
III. CONFERENCE (Local/Regional)
a. Virtual Conference and Voting The RBA may use all technological means to carry on business and have Regional Conference to accomplish the goal of having a unified region without creating a great expense. A “real-time” vote can also be taken on all issues using all technological means that the RBA sees appropriate. If the RBA chooses to use this technology, they will set appropriate meeting etiquette and practices for those that wish to participate in a “virtual” conference.
b. Resolutions and Memorials (Disc. 1150) All resolutions and memorials to be presented to the regional conference shall be submitted to the Conference Action Committee at least ninety days before the opening of said conference. The committee shall provide copies of all resolutions and memorials to be presented to the regional conference to each regional conference delegate at least fifteen days before the opening of the conference.
c. Nominations (Disc. 558) All nominations to the Regional Conference for positions of: RBA members, nominating committee members, General Conference delegates, and Conference Action Committee will be submitted from the currently seated Nominating Committee. Appropriate vetting (see Disc. 558 and 260-268) will take place by the Nominating Committee. Any member of the Wesleyan Church in the Great Lakes Region may submit names to the Nominating Committee for consideration. The Nominating Committee ballot will be submitted to the conference delegates two weeks prior to the conference. At the conference opportunity will be given for nominations from the floor.
d. Amendments  Standing rules may be amended at any regularly called session of the Annual Regional Conference by a majority vote of those present and entitled to vote.
IV. FINANCE
a. USF The RBA has the authority to review and adjust the USF to meet the regional missional directives and empower the local church. For more information please refer to document GLR Supplemental Information, II.
V. OTHER ENTITIES
a. Wesleyan Woods, Vassar MI 
i. The Wesleyan Woods property is owned by the GLR. It is operated as a faith based, non-profit campground by the Wesleyan Woods Corporation, under a lease agreement with the Region. The lease is to be reviewed and renewed at least 1 year before the current lease is to expire. 
ii. Pursuant to its Articles of Incorporation, the Wesleyan Woods Corporation shall be organized on a directorship basis, with six of its board members appointed by the RBA of the Great Lakes Region of The Wesleyan Church. The RBA shall annually receive and review the financial reports of the Wesleyan Woods Corporation to evaluate its viability and sustainability.
b. The East Michigan Christian Community Development Association (EMCCDA) 	
i. The East Michigan Christian Community Development Association is a sub-corporation of the Great Lakes Region. The ministry programming is administered by the Mosaic Church of Detroit.	Comment by Sherry Laurence: Should this by hyphenated?
ii. The Great Lakes Regional Board of Administration shall appoint three individuals to serve as a part of the EMCCDA Board of Directors.
c. Whispering Pines Wesleyan Camp and Conference Center Board, Manton, MI
i. The Whispering Pines Wesleyan Camp and Conference Center property is owned by the GLR. The Whispering Pines Wesleyan Camp & Conference Center Board will have a minimum of five members appointed by the RBA to serve for two-year terms. At least half of the membership shall be on alternating terms.
ii. The RBA will appoint the Director of Whispering Pines Wesleyan Camp & Conference Center Board as recommended by Whispering Pines Wesleyan Camp & Conference Center Board.
iii. Policies and procedures for the Whispering Pines Wesleyan Camp & Conference Center Board will be stated in the District Ministries Policy and Procedure Manual.

"The Dinner Table." Our community does not have a third-space, so we created one. We partner with another congregation's food pantry and prepare a free community meal for those using the pantry 2x a month. Our volunteers simply eat with people and build relationships. This year we prepared and served more than 2,400 meals. We have 12 people from this ministry who are part of the church family, several have been baptized.

We sit on the Kinross Building Healthy Communities Coalition with our township, Soo Tribe of Chippewa Indians reps, and our Intermediate School District to create opportunities for healthy recreation. This has led to Good News' participation in sevearl projects that made our community a better place to live and allowed us to serve alongside other organizations and build relationships. Most recently we created and installed signage for a nature trail at our rec center.

Schools: We catered dinner for our school district employees during their parent-teacher conference nights, participated in "Hooping for a Cure" as a sponsor and helped raise more than $10k for a local cancer organization, I (Marv) serve as VP of the Rudyard Area School Board, and we supply our teacher's lounge with coffee a few times a year.

We partner with our rec center frequently and this year hosted a veterans breakfast, participated in the Memorial Day Parade and ceremony, cooked a free lunch during "Garage Sale Days" in the rec cen parking lot while our youth held a free car wash, purchased/prepared/served a holiday meal for seniors, chaperoned dances, and more.

We recently discerned that the Holy Spirit was leading us to move out of the church building we share with another congregation and lease office and worship space in the Kinross Recreation Center. That was announced in May. On June 1 we moved office and group space into our leased room, and in late August we will begin worshipping in the gymnasium on Sundays. Our aim is to be missional (everyone is a missionary living sent in this community) and incarnational (we embody the gospel and embed ourselves in the community in the spaces where people are present to flood this place with the love and light of Jesus). Our congregation is taking a risk and making a sacrifice together for the sake of the gospel and our community.
I am participating in a 2-year evangelism cohort on "Creating a Conversion Culture" focused on personal relational evangelism and creating a culture where everyone sees themselves as an evangelist/missionary wherever people live, work and play.

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Notes to Consolidated Financial Statements
For the Years Ended May 31, 2024 and 2023

1. Nature of Organization and Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Nature of Organization

Great Lakes District of the Wesleyan Church (the District), a Michigan not-for-profit corporation,
formerly known as the Michigan Conference of the Wesleyan Methodist Connection of America,
was formed in 1877. The District's main headquarters is located in Grandville, Michigan, but has
additional operations in Illinois and Wisconsin, and was established as a religious non-
governmental organization to support churches and pastors, provide leadership development, and
equip churches to maximize the impact within their respective communities.

The District exists to join God in His desire for every person within our district to begin a
relationship with His Son, Jesus Christ, and be filled with the Holy Spirit. (Luke 19:10)

The District also established a Church Planting Fund to provide financial resources for the continual
planting of self-supporting, self-sustaining and self-propagating Wesleyan churches. The Church
Planting Fund receives revenue through contributions from individuals and local churches.

The District operates a wholly-owned subsidiary, the Wesleyan Village Incorporated (the Village), a
Michigan not-for-profit corporation. The Village established the Wesleyan Village Incorporated

1.  Nature of Organization and Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Great Lakes District of the Wesleyan Church (the District), a Michigan not-for-profit corporation, 

formerly known as the Michigan Conference of the Wesleyan Methodist Connection of America, 

was formed in 1877. The District's main headquarters is located in Grandville, Michigan, but has 

additional operations in Illinois and Wisconsin, and was established as a religious non-

governmental organization to support churches and pastors, provide leadership development, and 

equip churches to maximize the impact within their respective communities.

Net Assets Without Donor Restrictions - Net assets available for use in general operations and not 

subject to donor (or certain grantor) restrictions. The governing board has designated, from net 

assets without donor restrictions, net assets for church planting, evangelism and other like minded 

mission pursuits. See Note 7.

The District exists to join God in His desire for every person within our district to begin a 

relationship with His Son, Jesus Christ, and be filled with the Holy Spirit. (Luke 19:10)

The District also established a Church Planting Fund to provide financial resources for the continual 

planting of self-supporting, self-sustaining and self-propagating Wesleyan churches. The Church 

Planting Fund receives revenue through contributions from individuals and local churches.

The District operates a wholly-owned subsidiary, the Wesleyan Village Incorporated (the Village), a 

Michigan not-for-profit corporation. The Village established the Wesleyan Village Incorporated 

Retirement Trust (the Trust) to hold the assets of the Wesleyan Village Incorporated Pastors' 

Retirement Plan, which was organized in accordance with section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue 

Code of 1986, as amended. Its purpose is to assist retiring pastors with their housing needs by 

providing a retirement benefit based on the accrual of annual service credits. All intercompany 

accounts have been eliminated.

Realized gains and losses on the sale of investments are determined based on
first-in, first-out method. Unrealized gains and losses are the result of changes in market value of
investment and are included in investment income and losses. Net investment return is reported in
the consolidated statements of activities and consists of interest and dividend income, realized and
unrealized capital gains and losses, less external investment management and custodial fees.

Assessment Revenue

The Great Lakes Region merged five Districts into one Great Lakes Region making each of those
Districts administrative zones. Beginning June 2022, all former Districts have the same assessment
schedule. Churches within the Region are assessed at a rate of up to 10% of their prior year
receipts, less certain nonassessable items. As of fiscal year 2024, total assessments on unrestricted
ties and offerings is 10% on the first $525,000, 7.5% on the next $525,000, and 5.5% on the next
$1,050,000. The maximum amount of assessable revenue for an individual church is $2,100,000
which limits the maximum assessment for any one church to $149,625, annually. Assessments
received are non-exchange transactions and follow the accounting for contribution revenue.

A portion of assessments paid to the District are actually collected on behalf of Wesleyan Church
Headquarters ("WCH"). This portion is passed through the WCH and is therefore not recorded as
revenue on the consolidated statements of activities. Instead, the receipt of assessments for WCH
increases the liability of funds due to WCH, while payments made to WCH decreases this liability.

Church Grants

advances" in the consolidated statements of financial position. As the conditions are satisfied,
expenses are recorded in the consolidated statements of activities and the third-party advances
are reduced. As of May 31, 2024 and 2023, the District did not make any payments in advance.

Income Taxes

The District is a not-for-profit organization exempt from income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenue Code and is exempt from similar state and local taxes. Accordingly, no provision
has been made for income taxes in the accompanying consolidated financials statements. Although
the District was granted income tax exemption by the Internal Revenue Service, such exemption
does not apply to "unrelated business taxable income." (UTB) The District has been classified as a
private foundation.

The District analyzes its income tax filing positions in the federal and state jurisdictions where it is
required to file income tax returns, as well as all open tax years in these jurisdictions, to identify
potential uncertain tax positions. The District treats interest and penalties attributed to income
taxes, and reflects any charges for such, to the extent they arise, as a component of its general
operating expenses.

5. Retirement Plans

The Wesleyan Pension Fund

The District participates in the Wesleyan Pension Fund, Inc. deferred compensation plan qualified
under Section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue Code. Under this plan, the District contributes an
amount equal to 12 percent of eligible employees' salaries, a portion of which is used to purchase
disability and death protection of the eligible employees. Eligible employees are also permitted to
make contributions to the plan. Employer contributions to this plan amounted to $106,874 and
$104,744 for the years ended May 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively.

The Wesleyan Village, Inc. Pastor's Retirement Plan

The District maintains the Wesleyan Village, Inc. Pastor's Retirement Plan, which is qualified under
Section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue Code. Under this retirement plan, eligible pastors earn one
service credit for each full-time year of service in the District prior to reaching age 65. The
Wesleyan Village Board establishes the amount payable for each service credit. The value per
service credit was $0 and $692 for the years ended May 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. Pension
credits become fully vested when a pastor has accumulated ten credits, reaches age 65, becomes
disabled, or dies. Benefits paid under this plan are payable, upon reaching age 65, in a lump-sum
or may be rolled over into a qualified plan. The plan is accepting no new participants. During the
years ended May 31, 2024 and 2023, pension expense was $4,675 and $163,845, respectively.

During 2023, the District voted to close the Wesleyan Village, Inc. Pastor's Retirement Plan. The
District believed this retirement plan was no longer fulfilling its intended purpose of providing
significant assistance to the pastors for retirement. Payouts were calculated using total
accumulated service credits, including a present value factor, at the time of the decision. During
2023, the total remaining balance was moved to accrued retirement pension obligation on the
consolidated statements of net position in the amount of $262,277. This amount has been paid in
full and the fund closed out as of May 31, 2024.
